Snowstorms
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Snowstorms happen when lots of very cold air moves away from the Arctic or the Antarctic. When cold air meets warmer air, the warm air rises and the cold air flows underneath it. This creates huge clouds, which leads to heavy snowfall.

Snowflakes form when ice crystals meet in a cloud and stick together. Every snowflake has six sides, and no two snowflakes are exactly the same.

Snow can be fun, but when it melts it turns to water. Often, because the temperature is still very cold, the water can refreeze turning it to ice. This can be especially dangerous for drivers because their tyres can't grip the road. In frosty weather, special vehicles called ‘gritters' are used to clear the roads and spread grit or salt to stop the water refreezing. This helps to make it safer for road users.
